FOR 2009 FILM, TV, COMMERCIAL AND MUSIC VIDEO AWARDS;  

CEREMONY TO TAKE PLACE FEBRUARY 13 
 
LOS ANGELES, January 8 -- The Art Directors Guild (ADG) today announced nominations in nine categories of 
Production Design for theatrical motion pictures, television, commercials and music videos competing in the 
ADGÕs 14th Annual Excellence in Production Design Awards for 2009. The nominations announcement was 
made by ADG Council President Tom Walsh and Awards co-producers John Janavs and Dawn Snyder. 
Deadline for final voting, which is done online, is February 11. Black-tie ceremonies announcing winners will take 
place Saturday, February 13, 2010 from the International Ballroom of the Beverly Hilton Hotel in Beverly Hills.  
 
The ADGÕs Outstanding Contribution to Cinematic Imagery Award recipient is Warren Beatty. The Lifetime 
Achievement honor goes to Academy Award¨ winning Production Designer Terence Marsh, and will be 
presented to Marsh by Gene Wilder. Production Designer Michael Baugh is being presented with a Creative 
Leadership Award. In addition, the ADG will induct the following legendary Production Designers from the past 
into its Hall of Fame: Malcolm F. Brown, Bob Keene and Ferdinando Scarfiotti. At the start of the awards 
ceremony, the ADG will debut a short film clip entitled ÒProduction Design: The Good, the Bad, and the
